If you do not have health insurance or will lose your current coverage soon, you can enroll in 

new coverage through NY State of Health: The Official Health Plan Marketplace.  NY State of 

Health is where New Yorkers shop for, compare and enroll in health insurance coverage.   

 

NY State of Health offers a broad choice of health plans and enrollment assistance to help New 

Yorkers choose which plan is right for them.  Some plans are free and most New Yorkers are 

eligible for financial support to lower their costs.  More people are now eligible to get reduced 

premiums through NY State of Health—even those with higher incomes who did not qualify 

before. 

 

All health plans offered through NY State of Health include the following services: doctor’s 

visits, hospital stays, emergency care, prescription drug coverage, laboratory services, preventive 

and wellness services (such as immunizations), chronic disease management, maternity and 

newborn care, mental health and substance use disorder services, rehabilitative and habilitative 

services and devices (such as durable medical equipment), and pediatric dental and vision 

coverage.  Preventive care, such as routine office visits and recommended screenings, is free.
